Objectives 

To help improve competence and confidence in presenting in English at biomedical conferences. This skills based workshop combines presentation planning with many opportunites to practice public speaking.

Participants

Participants should have at least an upper intermediate/advanced level of English. If in doubt about your level please arrange an interview with the course leader. Please note that the focus of the course is on developing confidence in language skills as well as presentation skills and is therefore primarily targeted at non-native speakers of English. Native speakers are however also welcome. 
Teaching methods and materials

Small group workshops (maximum 12 participants) with emphasis on interactive learning and participation. Participants will prepare and deliver short presentations during the seminars and will have an opportunity to give one longer, pre-prepared presentation on a topic of their choice for critical appraisal by their peers and the course leader.
