SCIENCE RADIO AND SCIENCE PODCASTING COURSE
How to make your audio speak for you

Objectives of the course:
The main aim of the course is for students to acquire all the skills needed to create audioclips either for radio broadcasting or for the internet (podcasting). The course will address the steps necessary for preparing, recording, editing and disseminating your own audios by using tools available on the Internet. The course will also present social and theoretical aspects of the evolution of the podcasting, focusing especially on its actual diffusion and importance in the field of science communication. Several examples of science radio and science podcasting will be provided, along with an overview of their uses and advantages for science researchers.
Materials:

We will provide 3 / 4 digital audio recorders (students will be working in groups) as well as headphones with microphones.

Students should bring their own laptops where they will be helped to install the Open Access audio editing program Audacity. Students should bring their own headphone with microphone (any type is fine) and audio recorder – in case they have one. In case they don’t we will provide them with some.
Language:
The classes will be given in English. 
Professors are also fluent in Spanish, Catalan and Italian.

Short biography of the professors:

MARZIA MAZZONETTO is PhD student and researcher in Science Communication at the Department of Communication of the Universitat Pompeu Fabra. She is currently coordinating the UPF.Ràdio, the web-radio of the University, giving courses on podcasting and audio production and working on podcasts production for science museums. In the past she worked as science journalist, especially in the radio - for the Italian national radio station Radio 24 Il Sole 24 Ore - and collaborated with several magazines and newspapers. She holds a Master in Science Communication from the International School of Advanced Studies (Trieste, Italy) and a Degree in Journalism and Communication from the IULM University (Milan, Italy).
JOSEP Mª PALAU is Professor of Radio Journalism at the Department of Communication of the Universitat Pompeu Fabra since 1999 and Director of the UPF.Ràdio project since its foundation. He is the founder of Inmedia, a communication agency dedicated to the creation of journalistic contents in audiovisual formats and ICTs. He is Assistant Director of the cultural channel Via Digital and has worked during 18 years (covering different positions) for Catalunya Radio, where he was one of the founders of the radio station Catalunya Informació. He also collaborates with the web-radio ICAT FM.
