Effective Writing in English
An advanced writing course for PRBB scientists
Aimed at

PRBB scientists who have experience in writing scientific papers in English but who wish to improve their style and effectiveness with the written word. 
Objectives 
What makes a good scientific paper? This course aims to explore the fundamentals of effective writing in English and to help you improve your writing skills. It provides practical tips and strategies you can adopt to communicate your ideas clearly and concisely. The course will focus on writing a scientific research paper but examples of other genres of technical writing will also be used to enhance writing versatility and awareness of style issues. 
Contents 
· Analysis of a well written scientific research paper

· Tips and practice in improving clarity and conciseness 
· Basic elements of good sentence structure 

· Common mistakes in grammar, punctuation and usage
· Planning, drafting and writing a paper

Course length: 12 hours ( six 2-hour workshops with short homework assignments).
Participants

The course will be in English and is targeted at non-native speakers.  Participants should have an advanced level of English. If in doubt about your level please contact the PRBB Intervals team.

Teaching methods and materials

This is small, workshop-based course (maximum 12 participants) with emphasis on interactive learning and participation. Participants will be expected to prepare feedback and do short writing tasks outside the classroom to consolidate and enhance learning.
